PN

Prepare yourself - Think about the topic or background before listening.
Listen for the big picture - Listen to what the speaker is mostly talking about.
Don’t listen to every word - Try to catch the main message.

Give a short summary - After listening, try to summarize the main idea in your

own words.

Tips: Focus on the main idea and use the words that are about the topic to help

understand the main idea.

Examples

1.

If you need to find the main idea of what someone says about a house, don't
focus on every small detail. Just listen to what the speaker is mostly talking

about. Listen for the big picture like:

Ex.1: "In many parts of Thailand, people build wooden houses on
stilts.

How to use listening for details

2. Focus on key information - Listen for names, dates or specific details.

3. Take note - Write down important information while listening.

Examples

1. If you want to know specific information, like the application. Listen for
words related to social media platforms (such as Facebook, Twitter, etc.) or phrases

like “They use this ...” or “They make money by advertising on...”.

How to use listening for gist

PN

Prepare yourself - Think about the topic or background before listening.
Listen for the big picture - Listen to what the speaker is mostly talking about.
Don’t listen to every word - Try to catch the main message.

Give a short summary - After listening, try to summarize the main idea in your

own words.

Tips: Focus on the main idea and use the words that are about the topic to help

understand the main idea.

Examples

1.

If you need to find the main idea of what someone says about a house, don't
focus on every small detail. Just listen to what the speaker is mostly talking

about. Listen for the big picture like:

Ex.1: "In many parts of Thailand, people build wooden houses on
stilts. This helps protect the house from flooding and keeps it cool during hot

days."

Gist (main idea): The speaker is talking about why houses in Thailand

are built on stilts.

Ex.2: "Last summer, | went to Japan. | visited Tokyo, ate sushi, and saw

Mount Fuji. It was an amazing trip."

Gist (main idea): They are talking about a trip to Japan.



2. Listening for details

Usage: We use listening for details to understand specific information such as names,

numbers, places or instructions.
How to use listening for details

1. Listen carefully - Pay attention to the speaker's words.
2. Focus on key information - Listen for names, dates or specific details.

3. Take note - Write down important information while listening.
Tips: Use questions to guide your listening.
Examples

1. If you want to know specific information, like the application. Listen for
words related to social media platforms (such as Facebook, Twitter, etc.) or phrases

like “They use this ...” or “They make money by advertising on...”.

2. Audio: “Tom wakes up at 6 a.m. every day. He eats breakfast at 6:30. Then
he goes to school by bike at 7 a.m. His school starts at 8 a.m. and ends at 3 P.M.

After school, he plays football with his friends.”

What do a man who is a dark wizard, the captain of a pirate ship and the owner of a
chocolate factory all have in common? Very little at first sight, yet actor Johnny Depp has
played all three of these characters in his films. So, just how is this possible? Well with

plenty of acting talent and a little magic from the make-up and wardrobe departments!

In Fantastic Beasts: The Crimes of Grindelwald (2018), Depp plays Gellert
Grindelwald, a character described as being a brilliant and ambitious individual. He was
highly intelligent and his magical skills were comparable to those of Albus Dumbledore and
Lord Voldemort.
